Abbott who screens 60% of the world’s blood supply. The danger from the virus persists with concerns of new strains
that might not be detected.

Im mune AmnESIa can occur in unvaccinated children who contract measles. The measles can damage the

immune system making them susceptible to infections they were previously protected against. The study done at the
Harvard School of Public Health showed that measles appears to suppress the immune system for 2-3 years putting the
child at risk for infectious disease and even death.
