There were no new cases of COVID-19 reported in Ketchikan today.  

 

Hospitalization Update:  We received no reports of any individuals hospitalized today in the 

PeaceHealth Ketchikan Medical Center (PKMC) Covid-19 unit.  

 

The total cumulative Covid-19 case count, including travelers, is 203. The number of positive cases of 

individuals residing or staying in Ketchikan is 190.  Of the 190 cases, 10 are still active, and 180 have 

recovered.  

 

 
Drive-Up Test Result Update:  Due to the volume of testing at Berth 3 only positive results will be 

notified by direct phone call. The Berth 3 Drive-Up results are complete through Tuesday morning, 

November 24th. If you tested on or before 11:30 am on November 24th, and have not been 

contacted, your result was negative.
