4.  FIRST AID MEASURES 
 

Inhalation: Move to fresh air. If  breathing is diff icult, give oxygen. If not breathing, give 
artif icial respiration. If symptoms develop and persist, get medical attention.  

 
Skin contact: Do not pull bonded skin apart.  Soak in w arm soapy water. Gently peel apart 

using a blunt instrument.  If  skin is burned due to the rapid generation of heat 

by a large drop, seek medical attention. If lips are bonded, apply w arm water 
to the lips and encourage w etting and pressure from saliva in mouth. Peel or 
roll lips apart. Do not pull lips apart w ith direct opposing force.
