Alternative Remedial Coursework Study and Plan (Sen. McGuire)

Developmental education, or remediation, was designed with good intentions — to help students who
need additional skills development prepare before taking college-level math and English. However,
today, too many college students spend valuable time and financial aid on remedial courses they
don’t need and that don’t count as college credit. Inconsistent and inaccurate placement policies and
long course sequences derail students, sometimes before they even really begin college.

Many colleges and universities have invested significant time and resources implementing
developmental education models that better serve students, but we don’t have a full picture of how
many students are being served by these models compared to traditional remedial courses or how
institutions plan to scale models that maximize student success.

SJR 41 creates an advisory council lead by the Illinois Board of Higher Education and Illinois
Community College Board, charged with:
e Creating an inventory and analysis of all developmental education models offered in the state;
e Developing a systemwide plan for scaling developmental education reforms such that all
students who are enrolled in developmental education are enrolled in a model that maximizes
student success;
e I|dentifying a timeline and benchmarks for implementation; and
e Reporting student enroliment and outcomes data for students placed into developmental
education.
