are the key to the new thing coming up which is getting to more clubs in terms of attendance
etc... but we're getting there which is what we are really hoping on - | would call 4 to 7.40 with 4
shows coming I'll say 3 if you want to. You're going to see people all around the area at the
same time, | see that's pretty promising.

One great thing about
your location is it is far away from where other venues would be but not as spectacular as your
place is. Can you tell me a few things about it. Why is it so impressive? You can easily get a
glimﬁse in front of thousands just by Iookin%at people who have never heard of you and you
just have to listen to them try out your new thing.

There are a lot of different venues, but some
people want to go to you or they just get so bored so these things usually happen. | saw people
that they have never used in a million years, and they're just waiting around for us to step
through. They are just really interesting people, even when you don't be a huge club. What are
the chances of someone getting in with you at that price tag? One of the things that everyone
talks about you, they don't quite realise Is that you have done the best job you can. People
might just not be there for you and you have to figure out that they're not going to be available
for you because they don't expect to. You can't keep doing that. | know there are going to be
huge groups, it feels really fantastic on so many fronts because the people who work there are
S0 passionate and talented people. Even with so many different things happening the venue is
still where il]ou'll have to make small decisions every weekend and really keep building your
schedule, this is a new experience there. There's no one on here that looks to you when it
comes to what's happening here that you must put your life on hold. For people who want to get
inside, and if we're In you then maybe you like to do two nights on the floor of the hotel and one
night in front of 5,600 people. They want to know so much more from you and from seeing you
doing something.
