Course Description: In this course, students will study classic American literature. The
material chosen for this class deals with mature themes that will be discussed in the classroom
from a Biblical Worldview. Paragraphs, essays, and research papers will be written on the
assigned readings. Outside reading, writing, research, and sharing of papers will be required each
week. Internet access for research, an email address to communicate with the instructor, and
Google Drive account are required to share information and papers between the instructor and
students. The instructor uses Google Classroom for assignments, grade book, and class
information. Upon completion of this class, students will have a clear knowledge of how to
write a literary analysis essay, research secondary sources, annotate literary sources, and an
understanding of some great American classics.
